4. EOIs will be reviewed for completeness, adherence to funding guidelines and assessed against the following criteria:

· Feasibility of the proposed project (20% weight): Are the aims achievable and realistic within the available project timeframe and budget? 

· Scientific merit (35% weight): Is the scientific relevance clear in the project proposal, and the research methodology sound and clearly presented? Does the application make a clear case for the need for the proposed research?

· Track Record and Career development (35% weight): Note: the track record of the Chief Investigator will be assessed relative to opportunity.

· Consumer involvement (10% weight): Have consumers been involved in developing the proposal and is it clear how they will be involved in the project if funded? Note: the level and type of consumer involvement appropriate for each project will vary depending on the nature of the project.
